The
Russian Reconstruction Farms re-
ceived $34,000. The International
Labor Defense was the fund's ben-

eficiary in the sum of at lejast
$54,000." The International Labor
Defense is described as a "front."

ON PAGE 771, Gannett, of the
Herald Tribune, is named as one
who signed a "golden book of
American Friendship with the So-

viet Union." The Dies Committee
called this "book" a pro-Sovi-

propaganda enterprise. The inscrip-
tion above the signatures reads, "I
nearby inscribe my name in greet-
ing to the people of the Soviet
Union on the 20th anniversary of
the founding of the Soviet Repub-
lic."
